Serenade usually improvised

born in 1756 and was considered to be a child prodigy in
Requiem composing, improvising, and performing on the harpsichord
Cadenza . defined as a mass for the dead
3 movements piece with the parts known as the Exposition,
Fugue Development, and Recapitulation
.sometimes a Sonata composition may even have a short
section after the recapitulation that makes a stronger closing
Mozart statement
Sonata . written in triple meter, or what is commonly known as 3/4 time

of his time and left a legacy beyond compare

. utilizes a very melodic, tuneful main theme that's always

brought back after each other section is played (ex. ABACA)

. arepeated theme is introduced ("A") and is changed in some

way(s) (A1, A2..); the variation usually remains the same

length

. the original theme repeated at a new pitch level, but the

intervals between notes are maintained from the original
